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Public Consutation and Open Day 
November 2025
At the Heart of the Community
Subject – The Development of Facilities, namely the Community Fan Zone at Lydstep Park, Gabalfa, Cardiff. 

Cardiff Draconians F.C. are looking to develop its facilities at Lydstep Park to help support the wider community as well as promoting the game of football through greater participation for local residents.
It is proposed that a COMMUNITY FAN ZONE using modular buildings is developed at Lydstep Park (CF14 2ST) to create facilities for use throughout the week as well as on match days. The proposed Facilities will accommodate all types of community activities in including health and well being events, education and courses, access for all generations, education and training, a meeting place matchday hospitality for all age groups in a warm and welcoming environment. 
The Community Fan Zone will be located in an area between the pitch side goal line and the Boundary fence of the Cathedral View Medical Centre. It will consist of a Community Room approx 90 sq mtr, with café/kitchen facilities, Male & Female Toilets units, Disabled Toilet unit, a public outdoor concourse area covered by weatherproof canopy which will incorporate a wheelchair viewing area.  The development has attracted the support from Cardiff Council, Local ward councilors as well as the neighboring Gabalfa Primary School. The development is a response to the outcomes of the previous community consultation conducted in January 2025.

METHODOLOGY –  During November 2025 a Community Consultation and Open Day has been rolled out across the Gabalfa area with local residents. This process has two parts to its role out.
1. Door-to Door contact with residents: members of the Cardiff Draconians Management committee were going door-to-door around the immediate area surrounding Lydstep Park, advising residents about the Open Day as well as talking to them about the Development of the Community Fan Zone, overwhelming support for the development was displayed with the vast majority of residents willing to support the Club’s plans for by signing the petition form in favour.  It should be noted that only 4 people refused to sign the petition, however they were invited to declare that they were not in favour, however they would not do so. 98% of residents were in favour of this proposal.
2. Open Day Event (at Lydstep Park) 22nd November: this event had been advertised on social media etc, the Club had also actively promoted it throughout the area. Bad weather made the day rather difficult at Lydstep Park, with very few people out and about, however additional efforts were made on the day to publicise the event going into  three local pubs  (The 3 Elms, Earl Haig Club and Keg Belly Pub) as well as local Ebenezer Church with the petition, which again attracted overwhelming support with a people throughout the area with 99% of people supporting the development.    
OUTCOMES: During the course of this consultation and Open Day, a total of Three hundred and seventy six (376) people signed the petition to declare they were in favour of the development of the Community Fan Zone, no-one declared that they were against the proposal of developing a Community Fan Zone. 
On the doorstep there were many complementary comments and good luck wishes received such as:
· Toilets are a must
· Great that its for the whole community
· Good to see the Dracs doing this
· I hope it all works out 
· Great for the kids teams as well

This report is compiled as of 25th November in a timely manner with a view to time scales required for the development process at Lydstep Park,  Whilst 376 positive responses were gathered it is likely that the Club will continue to collect more feedback from residents in the coming weeks and months. All completed petition forms are held for scrutiny
